• Famous Germans: Use the re-
producible “Famous Germans”

with your students as you view the map
on pages 4 and 5. This page will provide
students with information about some
of the writers, artists and composers
featured on the map.
German rivers: Ask students to point out
some of the rivers shown on the map of
Germany. Ask: What do you notice?
(Rivers flow across the country. Rivers
connect Germany to other countries.)
Where are many German cities located?
(along rivers) Why are rivers useful?

WRITING
• Cinquains: Many well-known
poets were born in Germany,

including Friedrich Schiller and Johann
Wolfgang von Goethe. Have students
write a five-line poem, or cinquain, about
Germany by following the form below.

Line 1: A one-word title. It has two
syllables.
Line 2: Two words that describe
Germany. This line has four syllables.
Line 3: Three words that show what
one can see or do on a visit to
Germany. This line has six syllables.
Line 4: Four words that describe a
feeling about Germany. This line has
eight syllables.
Line 5: One word that is a synonym 
or another name, for the title. It has
two syllables.

Fairy tales: The Grimm brothers, Jacob
and Wilhelm, wrote about 200 fairy
tales. The tales include “Little Red
Riding Hood” and “Sleeping Beauty.”
Have students rewrite the ending of
one of the Grimm brother’s stories.

ART
• Border art: Tell stu-
dents that a lederhosen

pattern decorates the border on
pages 2 and 3. Lederhosen,
which are leather shorts often
worn with suspenders and em-
broidered with patterns, are a
traditional article of clothing in
Bavaria. The castle design on
pages 4 and 5 is based on
Neuschwanstein castle, which is
shown in a photo on page 6. A
pattern based on 16th-century
timber-framed houses is found
on pages 6 and 7. The pattern on
page 8 is based on details from
cuckoo clocks.
