• Picture walk: Before reading Go Places:
Mozambique with your students, have
them study the cover photo and the pho-
tos inside the magazine. Ask: What do
you know about Mozambique just from
looking at the photos? What else would
you like to know about Mozambique?
What resources can you use to find the
answers to your questions?

EXTENSION ACTIVITIES
GEOGRAPHY
• Animal map: The reproduc-
ible “Mozambique’s Wonderful

Wildlife” will provide students with ad-
ditional information about some of the
unusual animals featured on the map
on pages 4 and 5. Activity: Ask students
to choose two animals that are not listed
on the cards. Have pairs of students re-
search the animals to find interesting
facts about them. Then have students
create their own animal cards. Ask them
to use the fact headings that appear on
the reproducible. Students can visit the
African Wildlife Foundation site at awf
.org/wildlives to learn more about some
of Mozambique’s animals.

WRITING
• Letter writing: Have students
read “A Day in the Life” on

pages 2 and 3. As students read, ask them
to underline similarities between
Muzondi’s day and their own. Ask them
to circle differences. Discuss: How are
you and Muzondi alike? How are you dif-
ferent? Activity: Have students pretend
that Muzondi will visit their hometown.
Tell them to write letters to Muzondi
telling him about the places they would
like to show him. Encourage students to
include their favorite foods and activities
that they would like Muzondi to try.
• Animal stories: Have students read
the trickster tale on page 8. Then chal-
lenge them to write their own trickster
tale using animals highlighted in the
magazine as characters in their story.

ARTS
• Storytelling: Tell students that
many African societies have no

written language. They do, however,
have a strong oral tradition. The elders
pass along wisdom through stories that
they tell aloud. Activity: Have students
prepare a dramatic reading of the folk-
tale on page 8. 
• Border art: The people of
Mozambique decorate every-
day items such as hats, hand-
bags, baskets and clothing
with woven or beaded pat-
terns. The beaded borders on
pages 2 and 3, shown here, are
taken from a doll. The patterns
shown on pages 4 through 7
originally came from skirts
worn by traditional African
healers. The pattern on page 8
comes from a basket.
