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SUMMARY

This week, kids will get a glimpse of some
of the best inventions of 2002. The inven-
tions described in the issue include: the
Hy-wire, an environmentally friendly car,
the three-wheeled Trikke and the Power
Air Surfer, a radio-controlled airplane
that’s almost impossible to crash.

FAST FACTS

® Thomas Edison was born in 1847. He
created more than 1,000 inventions,
including an electric pen, the motion
picture camera and electric light bulb.

® Inventors studied birds to learn about
flight. In 1903, Orville and Wilbur
Wright became the first to fly an
engine-powered airplane, which they
invented. A British pilot developed the
jet engine 30 years later. The first jet
plane took off in Germany in 1939.

o Walter Diemer was working for a

chewing gum company when he de-
cided to improve the company’s prod-
uct. In 1928, he invented bubble gum.

® Alexander Fleming accidentally discov-
ered penicillin in 1928. In the 1940s,
other scientists developed Fleming’s
work and the medicine began to be
used to cure infections.

e Philo T. Farnsworth produced the first
electronic television image, a straight
line, in 1927. Vladimir Zworykin and
Isaac Shoenberg perfected the all-elec-
tronic television in 1936.

® As a secretary in the 1950s, Bette Ne-
smith Graham used white paint to cover
typing errors. She invented Liquid
Paper, known as “white-out.” In 1979,
she sold the company for $47.5 million.
